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• Immediately notifying the student's parent/guardian, who has presented with signs 

and symptoms of an anaphylactic reaction. The College will advise the 

parents/guardians whether they should pick-up their child from the College or 

meet at the Emergency Department of a hospital; and 

 

• Immediately notifying the Director of Campus of any anaphylactic reactions.

¶ If the student's medical condition, insofar as it relates to allergy and the potential for 

anaphylactic reaction, changes 

¶ As soon as practicable after the student has an anaphylactic reaction at school 

¶ When the student is to participate in an off-site activity, such as camps and excursions, 

or at special events conducted, organised or attended by the school (e.g. class 

parties, elective subjects, cultural days, fetes, incursions).
